The samples were ashed at 5000C to
remove the organic component. The ash was pulverized then analyzed
by X-ray diffraction to identify the minerals present. Quartz was not
detected within the sample (with a limit of detection of <0.2). Each sample
and its content were determined by XRD measurements of the sample
and of a pure quartz standard. The quartz content was corrected by the
X-Ray absorbencies of the samples, which were estimated from their
mineralogies.
